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In 2030 the Town of Middleton continues to enjoy the semi-rural character of the town, efficient administration of town services and retains a strong sense of community by ensuring that:
Town natural resources are protected by ensuring that sensitive ecological areas and the quality of ground and surface waters are always considered in the planning process. 
All residents and landowners understand the benefits of being good stewards of the land through education and available resources.

Housing policies provide a range of housing styles and price ranges for all ages to allow younger and older residents to remain in the community, allow condominium multi-family development as a housing alternative and identify external resources to help upgrade older housing stock. 
Community parks and trails are well-maintained, trails are developed with connectivity as a goal, a town dog park is enjoyed and maintained as supported through a user fee structure and bicycle paths and trails are viewed as a community need in planning efforts. 
Homeowner Associations are working proactively and cooperatively with Town staff to identify needs and help resolve issues in the community. 
Town Government and Utilities are working together to keep communication and energy needs up-to-date with new technology. 

Commercial development areas and acceptable zoning are clearly identified so business entities know what areas are and are not available in the Town for commercial development.

Sustainable agricultural is practiced to provide open space and protect natural ecosystems. 

Agricultural land and open space is conserved by applying the town Land Use Plan in a consistent and balanced way.

The Town dialogues with existing agri-business to ensure an agri-business friendly environment, to plan for any future potential large farm-tract alternative development, to ensure adequate future road access for these areas.
Multi-modal transportation options are available, bicycle accommodations are always considered when new roads are constructed or existing roads are maintained. Access to work, recreational, agricultural, commercial and public areas is well-planned and maintained through a system of town, county and state roads, as well as, rail corridors, networks of bicycle, walking and equestrian trails.
Active public participation continues to be promoted for open discussion of town issues and opportunities
The Town continues intergovernmental dialogue to protect the boundary integrity of the town, to preserve the semi-rural character of the town and to enhance partnership opportunities.

The Comprehensive Plan is reviewed annually to consider changing community needs.
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
