“Points of Principle and Agreement”

All CPC members and support volunteers agree to the following Points of Principle in creating the Town of Middleton’s Comprehensive Plan:

· The CPC will utilize the community’s collective vision for the future of the Town of Middleton to create the Comprehensive Plan.


· CPC members understand that this is a community effort to create a Town of Middleton Comprehensive Plan for the next 20 years.


· The CPC is expected to make decisions based on a general consensus, with a majority vote ruling at critical stages in plan development.


· If a CPC member has a potential conflict of interest on a particular issue, the member is obligated to state it and the committee will decide appropriate action.


· The process is dedicated to gathering and collecting community input from both residents and landowners.


· This plan is not meant to plan everything for the town, but will focus on key issues.


· This is a fluid process in which changes may be made as new information surfaces.


· The final Comprehensive Plan will be consistent with the Dane County Comprehensive Plan in as many areas as are logical and possible without compromising the Town’s local vision and characteristics.


· The target completion date for the final written draft of the plan shall be October 2008.


· The CPC is expected to use its best judgment in interpreting existing data, surveys and reports, realizing that judgment calls will need to be made where conflicting data exists.


· CPC members will comply with the public records statute and understand that all documentation created is considered Town of Middleton records and should ensure that documentation including emails, hard copy records, disks, CDRoms, meeting minutes, written public input, etc. is retained in an organized manner for Town Record retention and not destroyed.


· CPC members will adhere to the open meetings statute.
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
