
ORDINANCE NO. 100215

Town of Middleton, Dane County, Wisconsin


AMENDING 8-1-9 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES RELATING TO RESTRICTIONS ON PARKING

WHEREAS, The Town Board of the Town of Middleton, Dane County, Wisconsin, has the specific authority under § 349.13 Wis. Stats., to restrict the stopping, standing and parking of vehicles on highways in the town by adoption of ordinance;

NOW, THEREFORE, this ordinance, adopted by a majority of the town board on a roll call vote with a quorum present and voting and proper notice having been given, provides for amending Section 8-1-9 of the Town of Middleton’s Code of Ordinances regulating the stopping, standing, and parking of vehicles on town highways in the town as follows:  

SEC. 8-1-9
RESTRICTIONS ON PARKING; POSTED LIMITATIONS.

(a)
Authority to Regulate.  Pursuant to § 349.13, Wis. Stats., the Town Board is granted the authority, within the reasonable exercise of the police power, to prohibit, limit the time of or otherwise restrict the stopping, standing or parking of vehicles beyond the provisions of Chapter 346, Wis. Stats.  
(b)
Forty-eight (48) Hour Limitation.  No person, firm or corporation shall park or leave standing any automobile, truck, tractor, trailer or vehicle of any description on any public street or public parking lot in the Town for a period of forty-eight (48) or more consecutive hours in the same location at any time, except that where more restrictive parking limits have been established, the more restrictive limits shall apply.  
(c)
Posted Limitations.  
(1)
The Town Board may designate certain streets or portions of streets as no parking or no stopping or standing zones or as zones for parking by physically handicapped persons and may limit the hours in which the restrictions apply.  The Town shall mark, by appropriate signs, each zone so designated in accordance with the provisions of § 349.13, Wis. Stats.
a.
The parking of vehicles is prohibited in the following town highway areas:
The east side of Twin Valley Road, starting at a point 650 feet north of Old Sauk Road extending to a point 1700 feet north of Old Sauk Road;
The south side of Old Sauk Road, starting at the intersection of Pioneer Road and extending to a point 125 feet to the west of Pioneer Road;
The west side of Pioneer Road, starting at the intersection of Old Sauk Road and extending to a point 125 feet to the south of Old Sauk Road;
The east side of Swoboda Road, starting at the intersection with Mineral Point Road and extending to a point 200 feet north of Mineral Point Road;
The west side of Swoboda Road, starting at a point 350 feet south of the intersection with Mineral Point Road and extending to a point 300 feet north of Mineral Point Road;
The west side of Stonewood, starting at the intersection of Meadow Valley Road and extending to a point 350 feet north of Meadow Valley Road;
The west side of Ellington Road, starting at the intersection with Airport Road and extending to a point 1050 feet north of Airport Road;
The north side of Applewood Drive, starting at the intersection with County Trunk Highway “M” and extending to a point 675 feet east of County Trunk Highway "M"; 
Both east and west sides of Wayside Road starting at its southerly intersection with US Highway 14 in section 9, T7N,R8E, and extending to a point 460 feet north of US Highway 14; 

Both sides of Low Road starting at the intersection with Twin Valley Road and extending to its terminus to the west;
Both sides of Airport Road; and

Both sides of Seybold Road.
(2)
Except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the directions of a police officer or traffic control device, no person shall stop or leave standing a vehicle in an established no stopping or standing zone when stopping or standing is prohibited.  No vehicle shall be parked in a no parking zone during hours when parking is prohibited except those used by physicians on emergency calls or as permitted by state law or elsewhere by this Code of Ordinances.
(d)
Removal of Vehicles.  When any law enforcement officer shall find a vehicle stopped, left standing or parked upon a public street or parking lot in violation of the provisions of this Section, the law enforcement officer is authorized to move such a vehicle or to require the operator in charge thereof to move such vehicle to a place where stopping, standing or parking is permitted.  The law enforcement officer may cause said vehicle to be removed to a proper impoundment and storage area within the Town where space is available, and in such case, the owner of the vehicle shall pay the costs of removal and storage before the owner may recover possession of the vehicle. 
This ordinance shall be effective on May 1, 2010.
The town clerk shall properly post or publish this ordinance as required under § 60.80 Wis. Stats.
