On May 17th, the Town of Middleton will be holding a Special Town Meeting at West Middleton Elementary School, 7627 Mineral Point Road, to vote on a proposal to assist Dane County with the purchase of Sunnyside Seed Farm to use as a Dane County Park.  At the meeting, Town of Middleton residents will vote on authorizing the Town Board to assist Dane County with the purchase.  Representatives from Dane County, the Natural Heritage Land Trust and the Town of Middleton will be available to answer questions that evening.

The Town, the County, the State and the Natural Heritage Land Trust have all been involved with examining Sunnyside Seed Farm for use as a park.  Dane County has taken the lead on the acquisition and is now asking the Town for assistance.  Dane County is asking the Town to contribute between $1.25 million and $1.75 million. 

The land lies in the Black Earth Creek watershed, between Highway 14 and Rocky Dell Road. Lands in the proposed park include farmland, natural areas and steep wooded slopes that provide important groundwater recharge and water quality functions, as well as natural ridgelines that define the area and provide a dramatic scenic backdrop.
